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Holy Book, the Old Testament and Family Life
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Abstract:

Judaism is one of the ancient religions of the world. Judaism not only consist
of primary beliefs and theoretical aspects of life, it also discusses the
important social problems of human life and provides light for it. Due to this,
it was expected from the leaders of this religion that they will elaborate the
social relations and injunctions in a way which is balanced and safe from
deviation. However, these scholars could not perform this duty as they were
supposed to and they absolutely failed in fulfilling their responsibility.
Particularly, they deviated from the right path in the case of the divine
relationship of marriage and now they are indulged in some customs of

extreme form which are far away from truth.

Judaism was based on revelation and it was backed by the teachings of
Prophets. However, the followers of Judaism made so many changes in this
religion that it is injustice to call Judaism anymore. Particularly, they have
ascribed superstitious beliefs and theories about women. In this article, an

attempt has been made to explore family life in light of the Old Testament.

In certain cases, the marriage is not recognized ambition, eg. Marriage with a mother, sister,

daughter, non-Jewses or wife of another man.36
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Most marriages in Jeudaism take place between believing Jews, this is not because the child

of a non Jewish mother is not Jewish even if the fatheris -
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According to Jewish practice since early times, there are two stages in the marriage
ceremony; betrothal and M. Betrothal (erusin or kiddushin) is the ceremony whereby a woman becomes

the wife of betrother (betrothed), so that she may be married to no one else (unless her husband die or

divoree her).
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The Mishna describes three ways of contracting betrothal (tractate kiddushin 1:1) with
money (as when a man hands a woman an object of value, such as a ring or a coin, for the purpose of
contracted marriage, and in the presence of two witnesses, and she active accepts);2 through a shtar, a
contract containing the betrothal declaration phrased as through thi contract; or 3 by secual intercourse

with the intention of creating a bond of marriage, a method strongly discouraged by the rabbinic sages

46
and intended only for levirate marriages.
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This ceremony must take place before witnesses and legally may be performed in one of three

ways; 1. By Money; i.e the betrother gives the woman a symbolic sum or its equivalent as a token of
betrothal. 2. By deed,; i.e. the betrother gives the woman a document conforming the betrothal in writing.

3. By intercourse; the betrother enters a private chamber with the woman informing witnesses
beforehand that the intercourse which will be take place is to be considered an act of betrothal.
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Early teachers disapproved of this last manner of betrothal and it is not found as Jewish

practice. The second manner of betrothal is very rare nowadays. The most common manner today, as

always, is the first mentioned. Betrothal is performed by the man, but has no validity unless the woman

gives her consent.
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The bride and groom usually fast until after the ceremony and immediately after the ceremony

go into a separate room where they eat toghether.

The Marriage takes place under a Chuppah, a canopy held up by four poles. The chuppah is a
symbol of their new life together in their own dwelling.

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The bride and groom stand beneath the chuppah, a canopy held up by fourt poles, symbolic of

their dwelling together and of the husband’s bringing the wife into his home. The importance of the

Chuppah is o great that the wedding ceremony is sometimes referred to as the chuppah.
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This tradition is in the dispute of what exactly is the chuppah. There are opinions that the
chuppah means covering the bride’s face, and that by this covering the couple is getting married. This
opinion is based on the verse. Then she took her veil and covered herself. (Genesis, 24, 65) in which

Rebekah meets Isaac. Some are strict to make sure that the witnesses will see the covering, for them to

actually be considered as witnessing the marriage.
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Ten people are normally required to be present, one of these usually a rabbi, recites the

blessing of erusin.
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The groom places the ring on the bride’s finger saying “with this ring you are sanctified to me

according to the law of Moses and Israel.54
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At the giving of the ring the groom (Chatan) makes a declaration “You are consecrated to ome, through

this ring, according to the religion of Moses and Israel”. Traditionally there is no verbal response on the

part of the bride. She accepts the ring on her finger, and closes her hand, signifying acceptance.
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The groom places a gold ring without a stone upon the finger of the bride saying as he does so

“Ibetroth you (Literally; you are hereby sanctified into me) with this ring in accordance with the

religion of Moses and Isracl.

As part of the wedding ceremony, the husband gives the wife a ketubah. The word ketubah
comes form the root Kaf-tav-beit, meaning writing. The ketubah is also called the marriage contract.”
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The ketubah lays out rights of the wife (to monetary payments upon termination of the
marriage by death or divorce), and obligations of the husband (providing food, shelter, clothing, and

sexual satisfaction to the wife). Due to its overriding importance, it was not written in the Hebrew

language, but in Aramaic, the lingua franca of Jews at the time first Ketubot became standardized. >
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The Ketubah is then read, generally by the rabbi.
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The Rabbi recites two blessings over a cup of wine. The bride and groom then drink from the cup.
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It is also customary to recite the blessing of erusiin and nissuin overa cup of wine from which
both bride and groom drink.61
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The Rabbi blesses the couple and then the groom breaks a glass with his foot. This calls to

mind the destruction of the Temple back in the history of Judaism. Even though a weding day is a tie of
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joy and celebration there is still grief because of the pain of some events in Jewish history.
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It is also customary to recite the blessing of erusin and nissuin over a cup of wine, from which

both bride and groom drink, as well as for the groom to break a glass, traditionally a sign of morning over

the destruction of the temple.
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Along with that belief, some Jews believe that the broken pieces of

the glass tell you how long the bride and groom’s marriage will last.”*
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The groom smashes a glass (or a small symbolic piece of glass) with his right foot, to

symbolized the destruction of the Temple.
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Finally the “seven benedictions of nissuin are recited. In some communities, the custom

prevails of having the bride walk round the groom seven times before the ceremony actually begins.
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
